The snack choices will be more limited than in the past, but we will still offer general snacks, ice cream, drinks, and our delicious smoothies.  In addition, we will serve simple breakfast items for individuals, such as breakfast tacos, donuts and other pastries, along with regular snacks from 8:00am to 10:00am.
For your convenience, we have attached an order form for the tickets of the selected meals, as well as a schedule of our operating hours for March 25th.  Please return the order form by March 11th, complete with all relevant details.  Once we have received your order, you will be contacted to confirm the order, arrange payment and delivery details, and address any further questions/concerns you might have.  We strongly encourage everyone’s participation, as the program contributes to shorter wait times and less confusion for the students, as well as our staff.
