Verification of Contest Results

All entry names are checked against the master list including substitute certificate forms before a student is allowed to participate. The substitute certificate forms are passed to the Spring Meet Director with the contest results.

In an effort to insure everyone has an opportunity to the verify results of a contest, the following procedures will be followed.

1.
After grading is completed and double checked, the rank order of the contestants is identified 

and double-checked. The scores composing a team and the rank order of the teams is identified 

and double-checked.

2.
District 26AA and District 29AAA will each have a room (if available) with at least 2 people to help with checking results and verification (in the Duson-Hansen Fine Arts Building).

3.
Verification of Other Contests: District 26AAA will provide verification in a classroom at WCJC Duson-Hansen Fine Arts Building (F112).  26AA will verify in the hallway of the WCJC Duson-Hansen Fine Arts Building (unless another classroom is available).  Each table/classroom will have a label for the District with the names of the schools in the District. These tables/classrooms will have 2 people from each UIL District (26AA & 29AAA) for verification of contest results. Hebert Mays of Van Vleck and Brett Pohler of Boling will verify District 26 AA.  Brian Brooks (Sweeny) and Joe Longoria (Columbia) will verify District 29AAA  In addition to announcing verification, we will set-up a video projection of verification (and other) announcements throughout the day.  Mr. Blanar (Boling) will be responsible for the video projections. 
4.
The contest director will call the Spring Meet Director at the Pioneer Student Center to 

announce that the verification of that contest will start in 5 minutes in the Duson-Hansen Fine 

Arts Building.  The UIL rules allow 15 minutes for the contestants and coaches to 

verify the results. (Please make sure the contest director stays during the verification, the 

contest director will have to make changes if errors are found)

5.
After the 15 minute verification period, the contest director will give the contestant papers, 

tests and answer keys, contest roster, contest results and team summary results if applicable, 

meet evaluation sheet, and any other contest materials to the 2 people representing each 

District in the Fine Arts Building.

6.
The contest results, team summary results, substitute certificate form, contestant papers, extra 

tests, answer keys and meet evaluation summary will be brought to the Spring Meet Director at 
contest headquarters in the Pioneer Student Center by one of the people (runner) representing 

each district.

7.
Poetry and Prose ballot verification will be done in the Horton Foote Theatre with Contest 

Directors and people assigned to help with tabulation. When tabulation is completed, an 

announcement will be made in the Pioneer Student Center to start ballot verification.

8.
Informative and Persuasive speaking ballot verification will be done in the Gym with the 

Contest Director and people assigned to help with tabulation. When tabulation is completed, 

an announcement will be made in the Pioneer Student Center to start ballot verification.  

Please find attached a list identifying the academic contests that are required to have verification. All contests except the speech contests are to have verification done in the same location. The speech contest will have verification done as stated in numbers 7 & 8.  The Spring Meet Director will announce the time of verification of the speech ballots at the Pioneer Student Center. After the ballots are verified, the preliminary results are to be sent to the Spring Meet Director to be announced. The same process will take place after the finals.  

Your efforts to direct and supervise a well-run contest are appreciated. The students from District 26AA and District 29AAA benefit from your endeavors.
